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Analysis of Internal Division of Costume Development
in Modern Shandong Province

Abstract : Based on literature study, this paper proposes that there are three natural areas in the costume development of
modern Shandong province. They are eastern coastal area, middle and northwest inland area, southern Yimeng mountain
area, respectively. The main characteristics are summarized after studying the clothing development of the three respective
regions. It finds that the eastern coastal area of modern Shandong first achieved the leadership position. The costume of
middle and northwest inland areas were affected and followed to move ahead. The development of their costumes presented
plain, traditional features. The costume development of southern Yimeng mountain area was slower and it presented back-
ward, conservative features. The overall dressing level is low. On the basis of our comprehensive study, it is concluded
that the main reasons of this classification are the different natural geographical environment of Shandong province and the
imbalances of social economic development.
