Evolution of Modern Cheongsam from China Magazine

Abstract : This research is based on the China magazine, which had a long history and sold well during the period of the
Republic of China. This paper analyzes the contents of the illustrated texts, and demonstrates the evolution process from
cheongsam to improved cheongsam in terms of structure, collocation and details. It is apparent that the traditional " H"
shape cheongsam was replaced gradually by the " X" shape one, while the other clothes to go with also altered from the
Chinese style to the western style. Meanwhile, it is believed that the improved cheongsam was formed in the early 1930s.
Its wearers were mostly movie stars and celebrities in the early stage, and gradually turned to the general public. The final

result is that the modernized cheongsam is a product of the fusion of Chinese and western cultures, and its direction of

development is gradually being westernized.
