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Wedding Dresses and Marriage Views of Women in Wei Jin and
the Southern and Northern Dynasties

Abstract : While wedding dress can reflect the aesthetic orientation of an era, and marriage view is a reflection of social life
and culture of a era,the combination of these two will help to better understand the social and cultural life of this era. By
using the method of literature studies and unearthed object researches, this paper untangles the pattern system of female
wedding dress in Wei Jin and the Southern and Northern Dynasties, which finds out that under the common actions of social
aesthetic changes and ideological changes, the marriage view of women at that time had changed obviously from that of the

previous dynasty. The view of wedding dress and marriage was closely related to peoples lifes in Wei Jin and the Southern

and Northern Dynasties, which witnessed the social changes and developments of this era.
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
