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Evolution of Leaf Patterns on Women§ Clothing Fabries in the Period of
the Republic of China(1920—1940)

Abstract : Based on the pictures published in the fashion publications of the Republic of China, such as Liangyou and
Linglong and the real cheongsam at that time, the relevant image data are collected, classified, copied and recovered by
drawing on the research methods of iconology. A typical westernized feature of women’s wear the evolutionary context of
leaf-shaped patterns in the Republic of China period (1920—1940) was revealed, and the characteristics of the wester-
nized evolution of womens clothing fabrics at that time were discussed. The influence of western wind and beauty on the
design of womens wear and even on fashion trends at that time was demonstrated. Investigation results show that the leaf
pattern was popular in women$ fashion fabrics at that time, and further derives a variety of design forms. The layout and
styling of the womens wear have obvious westernization tendencies.
