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Reasons for the Migration of Modern Tianjin Clothing Business Center

Abstract: In order to study the reasons for the relocation of the clothing commercial center in modern Tianjin and its
impacts on the development of the city and society, this study analyzed the traditional commercial districts and new
commercial areas in the concessions in Tianjin, through document search and case analysis methods, based on the modern
documents and local chronicles collected by the Tianjin archives. The study showed that: after the opening of Tianjin port,
the volume of import and export trade increased, the advantages of river transport weakened, and a large number of clothing
and other industry shops moved to the concession, forming a new commercial center. Besides, the living habits and
clothing styles of urban residents undergone great changes, and new industries such as new clothing and professional
uniforms were introduced, which promoted the development of modern industry. At the same time, Tianjin§ regional influ-
ence continued to expand, increasing the connection between urban and rural areas, and consolidating its status as a port city.
