Abstract:In order to explore the popularity of twenty-four filial piety patterns on Han women’s costumes in late Qing
Dynasty, and further explore its formation, development and evolution process, this paper took four pieces of costumes with
twenty-four filial piety patterns as the research objects, and interpreted the popular characteristics of the twenty-four filial
piety patterns in this period through the double textual research of literature research and object comparison. The research
shows that the twenty-four filial piety patterns on Han womens costumes in late Qing Dynasty have become the filial piety
cultural symbol, which have some differences with the contents in the Selected Poems of Twenty-Four Filial Piety, Records
of Filial Piety and Diary Stories popular in Yuan and Ming Dynasties. There are not only changes in the number of filial
sons, but also differences in the content. This research provides a certain reference for understanding the connotation of
women$ costume patterns in late Qing Dynasty and interpreting the cultural form of filial piety.
