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Measuring Method of Cheongsam in the Republic of China

Abstract : From the early Republic of China period to the late 1940s, the methods of tailoring measurements for the
cheongsam (a traditional Chinese dress) underwent changes, concomitant with alterations in the silhouette curves across
different eras. The collection of dimensions evolved from initially a few locations to subsequently dozens, delineating the
sociocultural aesthetic towards the female body and the temporal aesthetic evolution of the cheongsam silhouette during the
Republic of China era. Through a comparative analysis of images and texts, this study organized and analyzed the evolu-
tionary process of tailoring measurement methods in cheongsam crafting during the Republic of China. The research posits
that the transformation of cheongsam tailoring measurement methods is influenced by modifications in cheongsam styles and
structures. Through the refinement process of cheongsam tailoring measurement methods during this period, it is observable
that alterations in cheongsam styling adhered to transitions in the aesthetic appreciation of the female body, progressively
moving from classical to modern. The research conclusions offer insightful implications for contemporary fashion designers
in exploring and inheriting classic Chinese dress culture, as well as in reshaping the aesthetics of Chinese attire.
